To provide hunt seat instruction for beginners, intermediates, and advanced riders, including
students, adults, and children (age 11 or older or who will be atthe 6 ™ grade level in fall
2008). Younger students who have an intermediate or higher level of experience may enroll
with advance permission from the instructor.

All lessons are under the supervision of our new Director of Equestrian Programs, Elizabeth
Rademacher, with the help of experienced and talented assistant instructors. Elizabeth is a
member of the UConn faculty with a BS in Equine Science from Colorado State University. She
lectures in Equine Science. She also teaches the Horse Practicum lessons for students and
also coaches both the Equestrian and Dressage Teams in Intercollegiate competition. Her
riding experience includes Hunter Equitation through Medal and Maclay and Dressage to 4™
level. She teaches a balanced seat for all disciplines and believes in strong fundamentals.

Andrea Morin will return to the summer riding program to teach with the UConn team of
assistant instructors.

Riders will be placed into ability groups such as beginner, advanced beginner,
intermediate | & Il and advanced. There will be 8 riders in each group with 2 instructors in most
lessons.

*HUNT SEAT:

Beginner - Those who have never been on a horse, or would like a refresher course.
Advanced Beginner - Those who have walked, trotted, and started to canter and have had
previous lessons in hunt seat. Rider should know diagonals and leads.

Intermediate | & Il - Will be divided into two groups. Those who have walked, trotted, cantered
and have jumped 2' (I) and those who have jumped 2'6" fences (ll).

Advanced - Those who have walked, trotted, and cantered, have a strong seat and have
jumped a course of at least 3' fences.

*WESTERN:

Beginner — For individuals who have never been on a horse or for those who have only ridden a
few times and prefer a refresher course.

Intermediate — For individuals who have ridden Western, walked, jogged and loped, and who
feel confident with lead changes and trail.

*Advancinq to higher levels throughout the summer mu st be approved in advance by the
instructor.

$30.00 per hour. Each group lesson is one hour. Each session is three weeks long. You may
ride once a week ($90/session), twice a week ($180/session) or 3 times a week ($270/session).
Lessons are not held on holidays and will be discou nted.

Weather conditions will determine if the lessons will be given in either the large outside ring
at the UConn Horse Barn | or in the Horsebarn Hill Arena. These areas are located at the
University of CT, Storrs campus.

Riders must be able to independently tack and mount horse. They will be required to wear
long pants and hard-soled shoes with heels. NO SNEAKERS!!! All will be required to
wear a hard hunt cap which will be provided by the instructor at the time of the lesson.

Enroliment is on a first come, first served basis. Please fill out the Registration Form and
sign the required Release Form.  Release Form can be found at
www.canr.uconn.edu/ansci/releaseform.pdf and sent along with a check for full amount of
lesson or a $75 deposit to reserve a space per session (deposit will not be refunded

upon cancellation ). Payment or deposit must be received 2 weeks before the session
begins and any remaining balance must be paid at the 1* lesson. You are considered
registered upon receipt of registration form. You will be contacted only if the lesson is
already full.

All riders should report to the UConn Horse Barn | for their lessons 10 minutes early to
tack up and start on time. _ Horses will be assigned to riders. In addition, all riders must
have returned the required Release Form prior to the 1% day of class (a guardian or parent
must sign if rider is under 18 years of age).
